High School Counselor Workshops

Counselor workshops are held throughout November, at six sites (Bismarck, Dickinson, Devils Lake, Minot, Fargo, and Grand Forks), to provide financial aid training for 218 High School, Vocational Rehabilitation, Admissions, TRIO, Job Service Counselors, and College Goal Sunday Volunteers.  [To compare:  November 2008, 192 counselors attended the workshops.]    Even though the fee for the workshop was increased (from $5) to $10 per attendee, we are pleased that the number of attendees increased.  
Fall Training

NDASFAA participated in the “facilitated training” offered in conjunction with the NASFAA Webinars.  Facilitated Training was held on December 15 and 16 at Minot State University.  We viewed the recorded November webinars; and, we viewed the final live webinar.    
College Goal Sunday

In a transition year with YMCA, North Dakota held its third College Goal Sunday on February 21st.  Each student received a flash drive and a chance to win: a $250 NDASFAA scholarship, one of four $500 scholarships, and a laptop computer.  We are pleased to report that 468 families completed a FAFSA at eleven sites.  [To compare:  In 2009, 340 families completed a FAFSA at eleven sites; in 2008, 461 families completed a FAFSA at eight sites.]  Each year, we are finding the families are more prepared.  Our goals for future years include increasing the attendance and participation of the target audience.  

NDASFAA Membership
We had 23 institution and 11 associate memberships renewed.  [To compare:  In 2009, 21 institution and 13 associate memberships renewed.]  Although total membership has remained the same, the associate memberships have decreased.  Knowing that the future is uncertain, we will continue to be fiscally conservative.

The 2010 Spring Conference, “Games People Play,” will be held in Grand Forks, April 7-9, 2010.  This gives us an opportunity to give the Alerus Center conference facility a test run prior to hosting the 2010 RMASFAA Conference.
